Authors’ names of the paper (including academic degree, position and affiliation): font – Times New Roman Cyr, normal, 14 pt, centered, in the following order: initials, surname, organization, city, country, e-mail; single spacing between authors’ names and annotation. Annotation (in Russian and English): font – Times New Roman Cyr, italic, 12 pt, full justification, indent – 1 cm, double spacing after the annotation text. 
Figures presented in any graphic editor should have an informative title below, centered, font – Times New Roman Cyr, italic, 12 pt,; double-spacing after the paper text.  Reference title: font – Times New Roman Cyr, in bold capitals 12 pt, centered. Literature reference text: font – Times New Roman Cyr, normal, 14 pt, full justification, indent – 1 cm.
