Bengtskär lighthouse

Twenty-five kilometres southwest of Hanko, at the entrance of the Gulf of Finland stands Scandinavia’s tallest lighthouse. On the nineteenth of December 1906 the lamp was lit. Its powerful beam flashed out three times every twenty seconds and could clearly be seen for twenty nautical miles. Towering 52 meters above the sea, the lighthouse of Bengtskär is the archipelago’s most imposing and magnificent monument. For hundred years the lighthouse has provided a safe passage to the thousands of vessels which ply the waters of the Gulf. The island is the most southern inhabited place in Finland. The nearest village, Rosala, is situated 18 kilometres north of Bengtskär.
